What will the MLA involve?
If you’re set to graduate from a UK medical school in the academic year 2024-25 and onwards, you’ll take the MLA as part of your degree. 
It will have two components: an applied knowledge test, or AKT, and a clinical and professional skills assessment, or CPSA – though your medical school might call the CPSA something different, for example OSCE or OSLER.
The AKT will be a multiple-choice exam. 
The CPSA will involve responding to scenarios that you might encounter in clinical practice.
How do I prepare for the MLA?
Your degree course is the best preparation for the MLA.
We’re working with your medical school to make sure that your curriculum covers everything that might come up in either of the MLA’s two components. 
We won’t charge you to take the MLA. And although the MLA is new, for the most part it will replace exams that you would have taken anyway.
As you approach your final exams, your medical school will let you know the practical arrangements for taking the MLA.
